Dadel

In a small home or minimalist interior
a curtain or sheet can work as the
only piece of art. Fabrics designed by
Maija Louekari for Marimekko are
often precisely this: more like drawings
or paintings, landscapes or views
rather than traditional printed fabric
patterns. The large designs, often the
height of a room or window, dominate
the space. A good example is Dade
from Marimekko's 2008 spring
collection: an abstract urban scene
where you can see buildings and
cobblestones in the light tones

of spring and summer.
